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Introduction 
 
Following the completion of their KS3 courses, students embark on two years of 

study which will lead to external examinations. The purpose of this booklet is to   

inform you of the preparation involved in making subject choices and the           

commitment that is needed once those choices are finalised. 

 The selection of subjects must be carefully made as a two year commitment is    

necessary from both students and staff.  It is extremely difficult to change subjects 

or levels once the course has begun.  

Students embarking on examination courses should:- 

  Choose subject preferences wisely 

 

 Students should also: 

      Have a positive attitude to cope with the work demands 

      Ensure that attendance levels are as high as possible 

      Develop organisational skills that enable them to plan their work and time in   

     some detail 

 

Choosing the Best Route 

At Tibshelf Community School, we recognise that our students have different 

skills, different interests and different abilities. Our curriculum is designed to    

maximise the potential of all our students whilst delivering as broad and balanced 

an education as possible. We will be guiding some students down individualised 

pathways to try and maximise their potential and ensure that they choose subjects 

where they are most likely to succeed.  

Unfortunately, we also have to work within the constraints of our budget which 

may mean that not every student will be able to have their first choice option, 

which is why we ask students to provide a second choice as well. We will          

obviously do what we can to ensure that students end up with subjects that they 

want to do, and that will be useful to them.

Pathways 

In order to support students in their subject choices, we have designed a number of 

possible pathways, and placed students into each, depending on their current      

progress and attainment in key subject areas. 

We believe that students who are talented in a Modern Foreign Language should be 

highlighted to continue their studies at GCSE level. We have therefore looked at pro-

gress through KS3, and identified students who we feel would benefit significantly 

from this route. This group have been designated as Pathway 1. Pathway 2 students 

can also choose to follow a Modern Foreign Language, but this is an option, 

amongst other subjects. 

Following Government guidelines, both pathways will also need to study a             

Humanities subject. This is either History or Geography. 

Other subjects are offered as a free option in Block 3. We obviously have to work 

within our budget limitations, so subjects offered will only be able to run if the group 

sizes make the course viable.

Changes in Education 
 
Changes to Courses 

 

Increasingly some of the courses at GCSE are more challenging. There is            

significant additional content, with much of it at a higher level. For this reason, we 

have allocated additional time for each subject chosen (6 hours for each ‘option’ 

subject and more than this in the core subjects of English, Maths and Science). We 

are also providing a wider range of courses where this is possible, to enhance    

student choice and reduce the burden of terminal exams at the end of Year 11. 

Changes to GCSE Grades 

Changes to current GCSEs are being currently phased in and will affect current 

Year 9’s. The grading system is changing from A*-G to a new 1-9 scale for all    

subjects. 

The first new grades were awarded in Maths, English and English Literature in the 

summer of 2017. By the time students in Year 9 reach the end of Year 11 all of their 

grades will be on the 1-9  system as shown below. 

 

 

 

Level 5 and above = Good Pass

New Accountability Measures 

The Government have changed how students and schools will be judged. These 

changes will affect current Year 9. 

An even greater emphasis is being put on obtaining a higher grade (level 4 or 5 or 

above) in English Language and Mathematics. There is also a greater emphasis on 

the EBacc and making progress in eight subjects that include these Ebacc subjects. 



 

 

 

What is the EBacc?  

The “English Baccalaureate” (EBacc) is awarded if students obtain a level 4 or 

above in all of English, Maths, Core and Additional Science, History or Geography 

and any Modern Foreign Language. Obtaining the EBacc will demonstrate that a 

child has a good breath of knowledge which is attractive to high education institutes. 

Whilst we would strongly encourage students capable of studying these qualifying 

subjects, there are always exceptions, and discussions will be held where neces-

sary with parents to ensure suitable pathways are selected. However, our advice 

would be that if a student is capable of doing a language then they should definitely 

be choosing French as one of their options. 

 

Progress 8 Measures 

The new measure will be based on students’ progress measured across their best 

eight subjects as long as these subjects fit into specific areas (known as ‘buckets’). It 

is designed to encourage all students to study a broad and balanced curriculum 

across a range of subject areas. 

For each student the 8 subjects must fit into specific subject combinations shown in 

the diagram below.

English Literature GCSE 

Awarding Body  AQA 

Award (equivalent) 2 x GCSEs 
 

Course outline 
Both qualifications are assessed by examination at the end of Year 11. There is no longer any 

Controlled Assessment or coursework element. English Language contains a Speaking and  

Listening element which will be separately reported on exam certificates. 

English Language examines both reading and writing skills and these will be studied and       

developed throughout the course. There will be regular opportunities to practice examination 

techniques throughout the course. 

English Literature requires students to study a Shakespearean play, a 19th Century novel, a 

selection of poetry from the AQA Anthology and a modern novel or play. There will be regular 

opportunities to practice examination techniques throughout the course.

Awarding Body  Edexcel/OCR and AQA 

Award (equivalent) 1 x GCSE for Maths and 1 x Level 2 Further Maths 
 

Maths Course outline 
The Edexcel/OCR Linear GCSE course will be followed in Years 10 and 11. 
Students are able to switch between tiers during the course depending on their performance. 
Topics Studied: Number, Algebra, Ratio, proportion and rates of change, Geometry and 
Measures, Statistics and Probability. 
  

Further Maths Course outline 
The AQA Level 2 Certificate in Further Maths places an emphasis on higher order technical 
proficiency, rigorous argument and problem-solving skills. 

Topics Studied: Further Algebra and Geometry, Calculus, Matrices, Trigonometry,  Functions 
and Graphs. 

 

Maths Assessment 
The qualification consists of three equally-weighted written examination papers at either    
Foundation or Higher tier. 
Paper 1 is a non-calculator assessment and a calculator is allowed for Paper 2 and Paper 3. 
Each paper is 1 hour and 30 minutes long. 
Each paper has 80 marks. 
Foundation tier: grades 1 to 5. 
Higher tier: grades 4 to 9. 
  

Further Maths Assessment 
100%  Written Papers: 
40%   Paper 1 – Non-calculator 
60%   Paper 2 – Calculator 
  
This qualification is an untiered qualification.

Triple Science GCSE 

Awarding Body  Edexcel 

Award (equivalent) 3 x GCSEs 
 

Course outline 
The students will be studying Separate Science GCSE qualifications in each of the Science 
disciplines, Biology, Chemistry and Physics. 

The courses are available in both Foundation and Higher Tiered papers. 

There are no controlled assessments or coursework elements to the courses, instead the    
students will complete eight (minimum) practical's per science and 15% of the final marks will 
be based on understanding and application of practical skills. 

There is also an increased focus on Mathematical skills and it accounts for 15% of the final 
marks. 

Your child’s position in Triple Science will be determined by the grade obtained in the Summer 
2017 mock examinations. Confirmation of a student’s place will be given on return to school in 
September of 2017.

They will sit six exams in total: 
 
GCSE Biology:   2 Papers 
GCSE Chemistry:  2 papers 
GCSE Physics:  2 papers

Awarding Body  Edexcel 

Award (equivalent) 2 x GCSEs 

 

Course outline 
Combined Science is the new title given to the Double Award qualification and it covers all 
three Science Disciplines. The courses are available in both Foundation and Higher Tiered   
papers. 
There are no longer any controlled assessments or coursework elements, instead the students 
will complete sixteen (minimum) practical's and 15% of the final marks will be based on         
understanding and application of these practical skills. 

There is also an increased focus on Mathematical skills and it will account for 15% of the final 
marks. 
Your child’s position on a pathway is determined by the progress they make during KS3 and 
continuous monitoring of progress during Year 9. It is vital that students are on the correct 
pathway according to their ability and this will be based on progress in the first instance. 

 

Assessment 
They will sit six exams at the end of Year 11: 
 
2 Biology papers 
2 Chemistry papers 
2 Physics papers 
 
Each paper will last 1 hour 10 minutes and is worth 60 marks. 
 

 

Progression 
Science Pathway 2 is a pathway that is suitable for students who may still wish to undertake a 
Science A Level at College or Science Form.

Course outline 
Students study an Art and Design Broad Based Course working in two or more areas, including 
Textiles, Fine Art and Three Dimensional Design. This involves students working in the areas 
of Painting, Drawing, Printmaking and Sculpture. 
  
In Year 10, students follow a set scheme of work but with the flexibility to develop their ideas.  
In the final year, students will undertake work of a more self-directed nature, when tasks are 
negotiated with the help of their teachers. 
  
This is a demanding course that requires a considerable amount of commitment and effort, but 
gives a degree of choice and personal satisfaction. 
 

Assessment 
 

60% Portfolio—completed by December in Year 11 

40% Examination during Year 11 

 

All work is finally assessed through an exhibition of their portfolio and set test outcomes.

Award (equivalent) 1 x GCSE 

 

Course outline 
Students will be introduced to the world of small businesses and will look at what makes   
someone a successful business person. They will find out how to develop an idea and spot an       
opportunity and turn that into a successful business. Students will understand how to make a 
business effective and manage money and see how the world around us affects small         
businesses and all the people involved.  They will learn about how small businesses are        
developed and discover how businesses promote themselves and keep their customers happy. 
They will also study how businesses manage both their finances and the people who work for 
them. 
Students will develop a range of personal and practical skills essential for successful             
performance in business and the workplace in general. Students may even be inspired to start 
their own business and work for themselves. 
 

Assessment 
There are two units: 
  
Unit 1 – Investigating Small Businesses - will be assessed by an external 1 hour 30      
minute written examination consisting of calculations, multiple-choice, short answer and  
extended answer questions with a total of 90 marks and worth 50% of the total GCSE. 
  
Unit 2 – Building a Business - will be assessed by an external 1 hour 30 minute written       
examination consisting of calculations, multiple-choice, short answer and  
extended answer questions with a total of 90 marks and worth 50% of the total GCSE.

GCSE Business leads naturally to GCE Business, BTEC Nationals in Business as well as 
courses in ICT. Job opportunities include traineeships and apprenticeships in Finance,        
Business Administration and numerous clerical occupations.

Award (equivalent) 1 x GCSE 
 

Course outline 
The course is designed to offer students an opportunity to express themselves physically and 
vocally in performance whilst, at the same time, allowing them to grow in confidence in         
self-expression and  creativity. 
  
Students will be expected to produce evaluations and will be required to analyse a key GCSE 
play. Students will also be expected to go and see live productions and produce plays for live 
performance. 
  
During Year 10, students will study a variety of theatrical styles. They will review live                
performances and study a set text. 
During Year 11, students will complete a devised piece of drama along with a written log of 
progress. They will also perform a scripted piece to a moderator. 
 

Assessment 
 

40% Written exam comprising three sections: 
A – Multiple Choice questions on Key Drama words 
B – Analysis of key text 
C – Review of live theatre  
60% Controlled Assessment – 
Students are required to:  
Produce a devised piece and a written log (30% of final mark). 
Produce and perform a scripted drama (20% of final mark). 
Evaluate and review this performance through a written piece (10% of final mark).

Award (equivalent) 1 x GCSE 
 

Course outline 
This course equips the students to cook and apply the principle of food science, nutrition and 
healthy eating.  The course will encourage students to cook and make informed decisions 
about food and nutrition and allows them to gain knowledge in   order to be able to feed    
themselves and others affordably and nutritiously, now and later in life. 

The six key areas of study are: 

1. Plan, prepare and cook a variety of food 

2. Functional properties and chemical characteristic of food 

3. Links between diet, nutrition and health 

4. Influences on food availability 

5. Food safety in preparing, processing, storing cooking and serving food 

6. Explore a range of food to create and modify existing recipes 

 

Assessment 
There is one tier of assessment covering grades 9-1 
50% Written examination (1 hour 45 minutes) – Principles of food preparation and nutrition 
50% Controlled Assessment – Two Projects 

Assessment 1 – 15% 
Food Investigation –Investigate the working characteristics, functional and chemical properties 
of ingredients 1500 - 2000 word report with photographical evidence 
  
Assessment 2 – 35% 
Food Preparation Assessment: Research, plan, prepare and make a three course meal a    
portfolio which includes photographical evidence and documents supporting the      
chosen dishes

product developer, Buyers, Food safety inspectors, Nutritionist, Dieticians, Quality managers,

Award (equivalent) 1 x GCSE 
 

Course outline 
In Years 10 and 11 the Modern Languages Department offers both French and  German to 
GCSE level. 

Both courses place great emphasis on practical language skills and each student will develop 
the ability to read, write, listen and speak in the foreign language. 

There is a strong emphasis on culture and identity, as well as independence and interaction in 
all skill areas. Students will be expected to apply language in personal, academic and           
employment related contexts with a strong focus on spontaneous talk. Translation forms part of 
the course in a very dynamic, meaning-focussed way and wide, rich sources are used to inform 
and inspire pupils. 

Students will become proficient in dealing with many different situations. The emphasis will be 
on the practical nature of the language but backed up by a thorough knowledge of grammar. 

 

Assessment 
Both French and German 
  
25%   Speaking – examined during Year 11 
25%   Writing – examined during Year 11 
25%   Listening – examined during Year 11 
25%   Reading – examined during Year 11 
  
All four skills will count for 25% of the marks and in speaking and writing, at least 10% of the 

marks will be allocated to the knowledge and application of grammar. All MFL GCSEs are tiered 

with a Foundation and Higher tier. Each student is permitted to take assessments in either the 

Foundation or Higher tier only. 

 

Progression 
A language qualification is necessary to qualify for the EBacc Award and both language GCSEs 
are excellent preparation for GCE specifications, should students wish to continue their studies 
at A level.

Course outline 
There are three compulsory units to the course.  These are as follows:- 
  
Our Natural World - which deals with global hazards, changing climate, distinctive landscapes, 
sustaining ecosystems, fieldwork and geographical skills. 
People and Society - which contains urban features, dynamic development, UK in the 
21

st
 century, resource reliance, fieldwork and geographical skills. 

Geographical Exploration – which deals with geographical skills and a decision making      
exercise. 
  
The main aim of our Geography Syllabus is to assist in the preparation of the students for life in 
a modern society which demands flexibility, adaptability and the ability to work with others. 

This Syllabus also recognises that Geography is not merely concerned with knowledge,         
understanding and skills but also in helping young people to explore and develop values 
and attitudes.

Students will develop a 
good knowledge of History but will also build up vital skills for the next stage of their               
development.

Course outline 
The GCSE in Media Studies is an ideal introduction to the subject for anyone who wants to 

work in any aspect of the media industries: Film, TV, Radio, Advertising and Marketing, the 

Press, Photography, Computer Games, the Web and Music. It provides valuable life skills in 

both the understanding and production aspects of these essential parts of modern life. 

Students will work with professional quality, industry standard equipment including   Canon 

DSLR cameras and a Panasonic HD video camera. They will work mainly on Apple Mac     

computers and iPads and use software such as Photoshop CS6 and iStopMotion, as well as 

iMovie and Final Cut Pro for film editing. 

There may be an opportunity to visit the National Media Museum in Bradford. 

Assessment 
The course consists of one externally assessed unit on a set topic and three internally           

assessed controlled assessment assignments. The exam topic in 2018 will be TV Serial Drama. 

The external exam is worth 40% of the overall marks. 

The controlled assessment assignments are:- 

Introduction to the Media (Web Pages) 

Cross-media Study (Computer Games Promotion) 

Practical Production and Evaluation. 

  

Students can choose their own topic for their practical production piece from any of the media 

areas not previously covered. The most popular options are: 

 A three minute animated or live action music video 

 A four page magazine 

 Three print adverts 
 

Progression 
This course is an excellent preparation for anyone considering studying A levels or Level 3 
BTEC at college or sixth form, especially in Media Studies, English, Computing or Business

The GCSE PE specification is a two-year linear course with two examinations taking place at 
the end of the course. 
It is a course that is designed to provide students with the opportunity to develop and maintain 

a healthy and active lifestyle and gain an understanding of the importance of PE and Sport.  

Students learn by completing classroom based theory lessons as well as practical activities. 

Students should have a keen interest in sport and common issues that are associated with the 

subject.

60% Two Written exams: 
Paper 1: 1 hour 15 minutes- Anatomy and Physiology. 
Paper 2: 1 hour 15 minutes – Sport Psychology and Socio-cultural issues. 
  

40% Controlled Assessment - Performance in Physical Education and an Analysis of           

Performance. 

Examples of activities/sports that can be assessed: football, rugby, netball, skiing,  

snowboarding, cycling, boxing, trampolining. 

 

 
Progression 
GCSE P.E. allows students to progress to higher level qualifications, such as the Advanced 
GCEs in P.E., as well as qualifications such as Diplomas in Sport and Active Leisure, and  
qualifications with a vocational focus, such as BTEC Firsts and Nationals in Sport or Sport and 
Exercise Sciences.

Course outline 
The fundamental aim of this course is to provide the opportunity to assess a student’s Design 
and Technology capability and to fully reward imagination, innovation and flair. 
  
A significant proportion of the course is theory based with a final written examination as detailed 
below. Underpinning the theoretical aspect of the course is an emphasis on developing students’ 
designing and making capabilities through the use of modern materials and ICT. Students will 
work on projects which build on their skills in Graphics, Resistant Materials and Electronics. 
  
Sketching and model making techniques will be taught throughout the course and will build on 
the experience gained in lower school. 
 

Assessment 
 There is one tier of assessment covering grades 1-9. 
50% Written exam – covering all aspects of Product Design, from properties of materials to 
branding and packaging 
50% Controlled Assessment - Design and Making assignment 

Students are required to identify a "need" or problem to solve, and then design and make a 
product to provide a solution to that problem. 
  
This work will involve the identification of a real problem, research and investigations and the 
proposal of several design solutions, selection of the most appropriate design and the eventual 
construction of this solution, followed by an evaluation of the product produced. 
 

 

Progression 
GCSE Product Design provides an excellent route into GCE Product Design.

It provides a good basis to go on to a 

more advanced work-related qualification e.g. BTEC National Diploma or a qualification in Lei-

sure and Recreation.

There are a range of units that will be studied to create a portfolio of evidence. This can include 
reports, posters, leaflets and written research essays.

The other units are assessed by the completion of assignments that are based on realistic 

workplace situations, activities and demands. 

 

Progression 
This qualification provides a suitable basis for further study of Level 3 vocational qualifications, 
such as BTEC Nationals, specifically the Edexcel BTEC Level 3 in Sport (QCF) or Edexcel 
BTEC Level 3 in Sport and Exercise.
